
Literacy Top Tips:


The purpose of a diary is to explain about events/situations and let the reader know how you felt about the things that happened to you 


Remember to make a different point in each paragraph 


Each sentence has to begin with a capital letter and end with a full stop 


Make sure you use a comma after a linking word or phrase that begins a paragraph OR a sentence e.g. Yesterday,  Later that day, 


Remember your capital letters on place names, names of people, days and months 


You could try to use a rhetorical question (like you are talking directly) e.g.  Imagine what that felt like! 





Key Words/Phrases:


A diary explains what happened over a period of time so you need to use linking words and phrases, at the beginning of a paragraph OR sentence  





Yesterday,       Later that day,     Next,                   





The first thing,    After that,    In the end,       





In addition,    Also,      Eventually,   Finally,               �


At the end of the day,      Overall,  








Dear Diary, 





Paragraph 1  - this paragraph will set the scene as to what happened e.g. 


You wouldn’t believe what happened to me today. First of all, 





Paragraph 2  -  build up in this paragraph what you started in paragraph 1


The next thing that happened was 





Paragraph 3 -  this paragraph needs to start a new point


After that, 





Paragraph 4 -  talk about another thing that happened in this paragraph. You need to include how you responded to/felt about what happened e.g. 


The most amazing thing about it all was when 





Paragraph 5 – this could be your final paragraph (unless you are writing more) and needs to focus on what happened in the end/how the problem was resolved
