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There is a big difference in the height of the land in England and Italy. England is mostly green with a couple or areas of yellow and no brown at all. This means it is mostly flat with some areas that are slightly higher (but not high enough to be coloured brown). On the other hand, Italy only has green around the coast meaning the whole rest of the country has very high land as there is a lot of yellow and brown
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England is coloured in fairly light colours meaning it’s climate is quite cold. Italy is lighter at the top but then very dark at the bottom, meaning that the south of Italy has a very warm climate (but the north is a bit colder like England) 
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You should be able to see that the north of Italy has lots of white covering it. This white stuff is snow! This is because this is where The Alps and The Dolomites are so there are huge mountains which are so tall they are covered in snow at the top. As you can see in England, there are no white bits which means our mountains aren’t tall enough to be snow-capped!
England has far more major cities than Italy does. As you can see in Italy, the major cities are quite spread out (and there are more in the north than the south). In England there are lots of cities and they are all over the country. 

Topological Map: the colours show how high or low the land is (green is flatter land and the yellow/brown is higher land)
