	She had been cut open, her organs placed around the room and her face hacked to pieces. She was the only victim to be photographed at the crime scene.

	Annie Chapman
(nickname: Dark Annie)


	She was found dead in a backyard in London’s East End only a few hundred metres away from where Mary   Ann Nichols had been murdered 

Saturday 8th September 1888 
	47 years old. suffering from brain and lung diseases
Homeless. Penniless.  Living off poor earnings and selling matches and flowers

She was a ‘rogue’ (regularly breaking rules) and thought to be a prostitute. 
	Husband died, 2 daughters, 1 of which died. One son who was disabled.
	the body was terribly mutilated and the throat deeply severed. The killer had removed some of Annie’s internal organs, too, and placed them over her shoulder. Other body parts were also missing.

	Elizabeth Stride 
(Nickname: Long Liz)


	On 30th September 1888, “Long- Liz” was one of two prostitutes found murdered in a backyard in the east end of London.
	44 years old. Swedish. Worked as a prostitute although previous to this allegedy owned a coffee shop with her husband. 8 previous convictions of drunkenness suggesting she was an alcoholic. 
	Separated from her husband in 1882. Had a still-born baby girl. 
	she ‘had a silk handkerchief round her neck, and it appeared to be slightly torn… the throat was also deeply gashed.’ Unlike the other Ripper victims, Stride had not been mutilated following her murder.

	Catherine Eddowes 

(Nickname: Katie)


	On 30th September 1888, “Katie” was one of two victims found in a backyard in East London; and it is believed the two were killed within minutes of each other.
	44 years old. Victim of regular drinking.  
	Separated from husband in 1880, both of them were alcoholics. 3 children.
	doctors found that one of her ears, her nose and one of her kidneys had been removed. A Police Surgeon at the scene wrote that ‘the throat had been cut. Across below the throat was a neckerchief. ... The intestines were drawn out to a large extent and placed over the right shoulder.’

	MARY ANN NICHOLS

(Nickname: Polly)


	At 4 am, 31st August 1888, Mary Anne was found murdered, lying in a gateway in Whitechapel.
	42 years old.  she became trapped in the downward spiral of drink and prostitution; her final days spent living in the squalid conditions of the "White House" doss-house on Flower and Dean Street. 


	The estranged wife of a printer, Polly had borne five children before husband William ran away with one of her friends in 1877.
	Her throat had been slashed with a long bladed knife and her stomach had been cut open
